In fiscal year 2008, The Road Home provided services to 6,600 6,600 6,600 6,600 
individualsindividualsindividualsindividuals (unduplicated) throughout our programs, an increase of 461 461 461 461 
peoplepeoplepeoplepeople over last year (6,199).   
 

The Salt Lake Community Shelter served 2,400 households2,400 households2,400 households2,400 households consisting 
of 2,743 people2,743 people2,743 people2,743 people, including 1,681 single men1,681 single men1,681 single men1,681 single men, 373 single women373 single women373 single women373 single women, and 157 157 157 157 
familiesfamiliesfamiliesfamilies consisting of 219 children and 188 adults.

The Winter Emergency Shelter provided shelter to 2,712 households2,712 households2,712 households2,712 households consisting of 3,088 individual3,088 individual3,088 individual3,088 individualssss, 
including 2,256 single men2,256 single men2,256 single men2,256 single men, 339 single women339 single women339 single women339 single women, and 143 families143 families143 families143 families with 510 family members.

During fiscal year 2008, The Road Home moved 162 households162 households162 households162 households into our housing program.  We 
assisted another 117 households117 households117 households117 households with one-time deposit assistance.  The Housing Program provided 
ongoing supportive services to 336 different households336 different households336 different households336 different households during the course of the year. 
 

The Road Home has placed programmatic emphasis on targeting people for the most appropriate 
Housing and Supportive Services option as 
quickly as possible after shelter entry.  We 
have shifted the culture of shelter residents so 
that clients of The Road Home are thinking 
about housing from the day they enter shelter.

In April 2008, renovation began on the new 
permanent supportive housing development, 
Palmer Court.   
 

This conversion of a hotel property into 201 apartments for individuals and families will provide 
permanent subsidized housing for people who have been homeless and are in need of supportive 
services to help maintain housing.  Our goal is to provide long-term housing for those who have been 
using the shelter as a permanent destination because they were unable to find appropriate housing.  
This will enable The Road Home to use the shelter for shorter stays and to serve a much greater 
number of people with short-term emergency shelter.   
 

Palmer Court is a unique collaboration of private and public funding.  Government resources such as 
the Salt Lake Redevelopment Agency, various housing authorities, and private funders such as The 
Church of Jesus Christ of Latter-Day Saints, local corporations, and The Crusade for the Homeless 
have joined forces to make this project a reality.
